In bankruptcy cases and proceedings referred by the district court, the incumbent
would continue to perform the duties of a bankruptcy judge that may include holding status
conferences, conducting hearings and trials, making final determinations, entering orders and
judgements, and submitting proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law to the district court.
